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Descriptive Geometry and Perspective Shadow is a basic professional course
for the undergraduate students of landscape architecture. The subject of this
course is theories and methods of geometric objects’ graphic expression, and
solving geometric problems with construction, using Projection Method. The
course includes two graphic methods, one is two-dimensional expression of
three space, another is how to solve the spatial geometric problems with
graphics drawing. The specific contents include: Projection Method, the
Orthographic Drawing, the Axonometrical Drawing, Projection of the
Shadow, Perspective Drawing and the Projection with Heights.




By the teaching program and exercises, the students would learn those basic
theories and methods, to train the abilities of spatial imagination, logical
thinking, and the practical skills of professional graphic expression.
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
