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This course is a professional basic course and also is a synthetic
application science which integrates the theories and methods of|
biological and agricultural fields, in order to achieve the safe and effective
control of diseases and insect pests of crops. The basic knowledge of|
plant pathology and entomology will be taught in the classes including
identification, diagnoses and control of diseases, insect pests and weeds
of main crops.

Through courses, students are required to understand the concept,
role and status of plant protection; master the basic knowledge of plant
pathology and entomology including symptoms, pathogens, disease
cycle, epidemic factor and control technologies of important disease as
well as damage characteristics, morphology, life history, occurring law
and comprehensive management of important pests in fruit trees and
vegetables. Finally the students have the basic ability and skills to study
and solve the important practical problems such as pest damage of|
important crops
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
