Resources and Environment. The course is targeted at third-year undergraduates majoring in
agricultural resources and environment. The course is 32 hours per semester. This course
mainly teaches basic knowledge of soil environmental pollution prevention, soil
environmental pollution control methods, and remediation of soil environmental pollution.
